Subject: Ban on Airguns, Catapult, Battery-operated fishing nets, Birds traps/ Nets, etc. to
protect and conserve Wildlife-Reg.

Management of Wildlife and Biodiversity is the direct responsibility of the State Government. Article 48-A of
the Indian Constitution states that the State shall endeavour to protect and improve the environment and to
safeguard the forest and wildlife of the Country. The Constitution under Article 51 A(g) makes environmental
protection a fundamental duty of every Indian Citizen. As per the 42nd Amendment of the Constitution, the
State Government shall be responsible for protection and improvement of the environment besides safe-
guarding the forest and wildlife of the State. India is the land of the Buddha and the Mahatma Gandhi univer-
sally known for their contribution to non-violence. However, in practice, Wildlife is being decimated due to
merciless hunting leading to extinction of many flora and fauna; many important species of both animal and
plant kingdoms are on the verge of extinction. The need of the hour therefore is focussed attention to protect
and conserve wildlife in order to maintain the essential ecological security and environmental security of the

Considering the importance of wildlife, the Wildlife (Protection) Act, 1972 was enacted for providing legal
protection to our wildlife with a view to ensure the ecological balance and environmental security of the country.
This Act under the definition of "Weapon" bans the use of Airgun, catapult, all kinds of nets snare and traps for
harming or injuring or killing the Wildlife. Further, this act also prohibits hunting and prescribed stringent penal
actions when provisions of this Act are breached or violated.

Awareness campaigns among villagers, school & colleges students, seizing of airguns/ catapults, etc. are
some of the steps taken up in this regard by the Wildlife Wing of the Forest Department, Manipur. However,
these efforts will only be fruitful when these constitutional provisions are supported by the Slate with active
participation of people in Wildlife Conservation activities. Therefore this is to appeal to all concerned to come
unitedly forward against the use of Airguns, Catapult, Battery-operated fishing nets, snare Birds traps/
Nets, etc. to harm or injure or kill the Wildlife and also to support the initiatives taken by Government of Manipur
to conserve wildlife & biodiversity to maintain its rich wild flora and fauna for the development and welfare of the
